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John Huston’s
The African Queen

(1951) 
In Africa during WWI, a gin-swilling riverboat owner is persuaded by a strait-laced missionary to use his boat to attack an enemy warship.
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Huston directed Humphrey Bogart in many of Bogart’s greatest classic movies.  Huston co-wrote the script and directed the movie and was nominated for the Oscars for both.  Katharine Hepburn was nominated for the best-actress Oscar.  Bogart won the best-actor Oscar, the only time he ever won, though he was nominated other times.
Alfred Hitchcock’s
North by Northwest

(1959) 
In this spy thriller, a suave, successful New York advertising executive finds himself embroiled in a web of intrigue and murder that takes him across the country to prove his innocence and get an evil crime syndicate off his tail.
This movie by Hitchcock, often called the Master of Suspense, has some of the most iconic scenes in all his movies.
George Roy Hill’s
The Sting

(1973) 
In 1930s Chicago, a young con man seeking revenge for his murdered partner teams up with a master of the big con to win a fortune from a criminal banker.
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Even though they only made one other movie together, Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid four years earlier, the collaboration of Paul Newman and Robert Redford is considered one of the greatest in movie history.  This won seven Oscars, including for best picture, best director, best script, best editing, and best music.
Mel Brooks’s
Young Frankenstein

(1974) 
Dr. Frankenstein's grandson, after years of tryna live down the family reputation, inherits granddad's castle and repeats the experiments.
Brooks is one of the very few entertainers with the distinction of having won an Emmy, a Grammy, an Oscar, and a Tony award. He received the most recent AFI (American Film Institute) Life Achievement Award.  Three of his movies, including this one, are ranked by the AFI as among the 15 greatest American comedies of all time.
